— On-site
* Eliminates/reduces T & D expenses
* Reduces security concerns

» Choose the right technology
— Your location may dictate

» Consider effects of standby charges
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Option #2 — Buy It (utility) "%ﬁf

* Buy it from the utility
— Some states have utility programs
— High unit cost (comparatively)
— Mixed commaodity

* Not available everywhere

* Many appear more worried about meeting
RPS than offering renewable programs
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Option #3 — Buy it 4
(competitive) =1 =AY

» Contract with your Competitive Supplier
— Bundle a percentage or quantity with
commodity
— Limited flexibility
» Often have to take what you are offered

» Competitive suppliers are not always the most
capable renewable suppliers

— Moderate to High unit cost

— Can be hard to evaluate
» Must be specific defining requirements
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Option #4 — Buy it (Tags) .=

» Contract for Renewable Energy
Certificates, Green-Tags, Tradable
Renewable Certificates, etc.

— Low to moderate unit cost
— Higher flexibility
* What you want — customer defines type, region

* How you want it - $$ available, monthly/quarterly

* Who can supply it — many more offerors when
compared to competitive supplier option.

Must be biomass, geothermal, solar, wind
— No hydro, natural gas or nuclear
Need to require attestation forms
